Thank you for entrusting your care to us. We're able to provide you with outstanding
care because we are an academic medical center. Here, a large team of specialized
physicians work together to make your treatment and recovery the best it can be.

We appreciate your trust in us to help provide you the best medical care.

During your visit, it is important for you to know who is taking care of you. Your caregivers will introduce themselves and may
provide business cards to you. The following definitions will help you understand the role that each caregiver will play in your care.

“Faculty”, “Attending” and “Medical Staff”

"Faculty", "Attending" and "Medical Staff" all mean the same and refer to the expert leader of your care. These doctors carry the
primary responsibility for your care and have been recruited from all over the world to provide you the best possible treatment.
Faculty have completed college, medical school (4 years) and then training in a residency program (3+ years). Some Faculty have
had even further advanced training in one or more fellowships after their residency. All Faculty have a license to practice medicine
from the Kansas State Board of Healing Arts (http://www.ksbha.org). Most Faculty physicians are also Board Certified by the
American Board of Medical Specialties (http://www.abms.org). Some Faculty are still in the process of becoming Board certified as
this process can take years. These doctors provide care for patients and provide supervision and teaching for Resident physicians

(see below) as University of Kansas School of Medicine professors.

“Residents” and “Fellows”

"Residents" have completed college and medical school. These doctors have come from all over the world to train for 3 to 6 years
at the University of Kansas. To be accepted into a residency program is a competitive process with some programs getting over a
hundred applications for each position. Residents in their first year have been referred to as “interns”, while Residents in their final
year of training are referred to as “Chief Residents”. "Fellows" have completed a residency program and have come to the
University of Kansas for 1 to 3 years of more advanced subspecialty training. Both Residents and Fellows are licensed to practice
medicine by the Kansas State Board of Healing Arts (http://www.ksbha.org). Residency and Fellowship program training also
includes research into state-of-the-art medical advances. This important interaction between Resident/Fellow supervision, clinical
training and medical research is what makes the University of Kansas Hospital a premier “Teaching Hospital” and “Academic
Medical Center”. All Resident care is supervised by a more senior Resident or Fellow and the responsible Faculty physician.

“Medical Students”

"Medical Students" have completed college and competed with several hundred applicants to become a medical student in the
School of Medicine to earn their M.D. degree and become a doctor. Medical Students most commonly spend time in the Hospital
and Clinics during their 2 final years of Medical School. All Medical Student participation in patient care is closely supervised by
licensed doctors (i.e., Faculty, Fellows and Residents). In their final year of training, Medical Students decide which medical field
they wish to pursue as a career and compete for positions in residency programs both at the University of Kansas and all over the
nation.

Durante su visita, es importante que usted sepa quién le estd atendiendo. Sus prestadores de servicios se presentaran y tal vez le den una tarjeta de
presentacion. Las siguientes definiciones le ayudaran a entender el papel que cada prestador cumple en su cuidado.

“Faculty”, “Attending” y “Medical Staff”

Los médicos a quienes en inglés se les llama "Faculty" (personal médico), "Attending" (médico de planta) y "Medical Staff" (empleados médicos)
desempefian el mismo papel y son los lideres expertos en su cuidado. Estos médicos son los principales responsables de su cuidado y han sido
reclutados de todo el mundo para brindarle el mejor tratamiento posible. Los médicos “faculty” han completado estudios universitarios, facultad de
medicina (4 afios) y luego han recibido entrenamiento en un programa de residencia (3+ afios). Algunos médicos “faculty” han recibido
entrenamiento mds avanzado en uno o mas campos después de su residencia. Todos los médicos “faculty” tienen licencia para ejercer medicina
otorgada por la Asociacion de Artes Curativas del Estado de Kansas (Kansas State Board of Healing Arts (http://www.ksbha.org). La mayoria de de los
médicos “faculty” también tienen un certificado emitido por la Asociacion Americana de Especialidades Médicas (American Board of Medical
Specialties (http://www.abms.org)).

Algunos médicos “faculty” todavia estan en el proceso de obtener su certificado, ya que este proceso puede llevar afios. Estos médicos brindan
servicios a pacientes y son profesores en la Facultad de Medicina de la Universidad de Kansas, donde supervisan y enseiian a los médicos residentes
(ver a continuacion).

“Residents” (Residentes) y “Fellows” (Becarios)

Los médicos "Residentes" han completado estudios universitarios y Facultad de Medicina. Estos médicos vienen de todas partes del mundo a recibir
entrenamiento en la Universidad de Kansas de 3 a 6 afios. Ser aceptado en un programa de residencia es un proceso competitivo y algunos
programas reciben mas de cien solicitudes para cada puesto. Durante su primer afo, los residentes son llamados “internos”, y en el afio final de
entrenamiento son llamados “Chief Residentes”. Los médicos “Fellows” han completado un programa de residencia y han venido a la Universidad de
Kansas de 1 a 3 afios para recibir entrenamiento mds avanzado en alguna subespecialidad. Tanto los médicos Residentes como los Fellows tienen la
licencia para ejercer la medicina otorgada por la Asociacion de Artes Curativas del Estado de Kansas (Kansas State Board of Healing Arts
(http://www.ksbha.org)). Los programas de entrenamiento para Residentes y Fellows también incluyen investigacidén de avances médicos de ultimo
momento. Esta importante interaccién entre Residentes/Fellows, la supervision, el entrenamiento clinico y la investigacion médica es lo que hace que
el Hospital de la Universidad de Kansas sea un “Hospital Escuela” y “Centro Médico Académico” de lujo. Todo servicio provisto por los médicos
residentes estd supervisado por Residentes o Fellows mas experimentados y el médico "Faculty", responsable.

“Estudiantes de Medicina”

Los "Estudiantes de Medicina” han completado la universidad y han competido con cientos de solicitantes para convertirse en estudiantes de
medicina en la Facultad de Medicina para sacar su titulo y ser médicos. Los estudiantes de medicina por lo general pasan tiempo en el hospital y las
clinicas durante sus 2 afios finales de Facultad de Medicina. Toda la participacion de los estudiantes de medicina en el cuidado de los pacientes es
estrictamente supervisada por los médicos con licencia (por ejemplo: Faculty, Fellows y Residents). En su afio final de entrenamiento, los estudiantes
de medicina deciden en qué campo desean concentrarse y compiten por puestos en programas de residencia en la Universidad de Kansas y en el
resto del pais.
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
